	1. Write a book review of your favourite fairy tale. Why have you chosen it as your favourite? What is good about it? Why would you recommend it? There are book review frameworks you can look at online to support.
2. Write a set of instructions for how to make your favourite meal. Remember to include a title, a list of ingredients (with measurements), step by step instructions, tips and illustrations. 

	Maths

	1. Research a cake recipe online and ask an adult if you can bake it together. You need to focus on carefully weighing out the ingredients and measuring any liquids. We can’t wait to see what you bake!
2. Design a picture based entirely from 2D shapes. Ensure that every shape has the correct number of vertices and sides and all straight sides are drawn with a ruler. 

	Wider Curriculum

	1. Create some shadow art. Use chalk or a paintbrush and water to draw around a family members shadow. Maybe you could even experiment how your shadow changes throughout the day. 
2. Create your own children’s story book which uses pop-up pictures, levers and linkages. Perhaps you could relate it to your favourite fairy tale or a story you have read at school.
3. Write a letter to your Year 4 classteacher. Explain how you are feeling about joining their class next year. What are your worries or fears? What are you excited for? What do you want your new teacher to know about you?

	These are some facts that you should know at Year 3. Please try to learn as many of them as you can! You can find facts from other year groups on the school website.
Maths
Practise telling the time to the nearest 5 minutes on an analogue clock. (o’clock, half past. Quarter to, quarter past, five to, ten past, twenty-five to etc.)
Geography
Identify human & physical features of a landscape.
Understand land use in the UK and Italy.
Look at similarities and differences between the UK and Italy.
Use four-figure grid references.
Learn 4-figure grid references and 8 points of a compass.
Understand contours.
History
Know that Claudius was Roman Emperor between 41CE and 54CE.
Know that Boudicca was the leader of the Iceni tribe and that she tried to overthrow the Romans. She defeated the 9th Legion but was ultimately defeated.
Know that the Romans created written records which is how we know about their history.
Know that the Romans built towns and roads across Britain.
