	Year 2 Spring Term Overview 2025

	Welcome to Year 2
As we move into the Spring Term, Year 2 will continue to build confidence, independence and enthusiasm for learning. Children will be challenged to deepen their skills across the curriculum, while continuing to develop resilience, curiosity and teamwork. This term is packed with exciting learning opportunities that support both academic progress and personal growth.

	Introduction to this term’s learning – topics/themes planned.
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	English
This term in English, the children will continue to develop their oracy skills. They will focus on writing losing stories, instructional texts, and recounts, drawing on a range of stimuli including books, film clips, and real-life experiences. Across all written work, there will be a strong emphasis on handwriting and presentation, as well as the accurate use of spelling, punctuation, grammar, and vocabulary. In addition, the children will take part in daily phonics sessions and whole-class reading activities.
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	Maths
In mathematics, pupils will progress to learning formal written methods for addition and subtraction, developing accuracy and confidence when working with larger numbers. Alongside this, they will continue to practise mental calculation strategies and develop their problem-solving skills. Pupils will also study fractions of amounts, money, measures (including length), and properties of shape. In addition, they will work to secure fluency in recalling multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5, and 10 times tables.
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	Science
In science, pupils will be developing their understanding of materials by exploring and investigating a range of their properties, such as suitability, durability, flexibility, and transparency. Through practical investigations and hands-on experiments, children will learn to compare and group materials based on their physical characteristics and intended uses.
Later in the term, the focus will move to plants. Pupils will explore what plants need in order to grow and survive, including water, light, warmth, and nutrients. They will learn about the basic structure of plants and investigate how different conditions affect plant growth. This learning will be supported through observation, discussion, and simple scientific enquiries, helping pupils to develop their curiosity and scientific vocabulary.
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	Geography
In geography, pupils will develop their map skills and geographical awareness. They will be encouraged to learn and confidently recall their home address, while also exploring their street, town, county, and country using digital mapping tools such as Google Maps. Pupils will practise using directional and positional language to describe and follow routes, developing their understanding of spatial awareness. In addition, they will create their own maps, using symbols and keys to represent features accurately.
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	History
We will be recapping our history learning, to ensure the children can accurately recall the major facts. 
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	Physical, Social, Health and Economic Education (PSHE)
As part of our PSHE curriculum, pupils will continue to follow the SCARF programme, developing their understanding of how to keep themselves and others safe. This learning will encompass both physical and mental health, helping pupils to build knowledge, resilience, and positive strategies for wellbeing.
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	Art
In art this half term, pupils will study the work of the artist Utagawa Hiroshige. They will develop their painting skills and explore a range of printing techniques to create repeating patterns. Pupils will also apply their scientific knowledge of materials, selecting and using a variety of tools and textures to create patterns that represent different parts of trees. This work will encourage creativity, experimentation, and thoughtful choice of materials.
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	Design and Technology
In Design and Technology this half term, pupils will focus on designing and making their own pizzas. They will begin by exploring the history of pizza and conducting product analysis to understand different ingredients, flavours, and preparation methods. Building on this knowledge, pupils will plan, design, and create their own pizzas, developing practical skills in food preparation, creativity, and evaluation
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	Computing
In computing this term, pupils will be working with Scratch Junior to develop their foundational programming skills. They will learn to write basic algorithms, understand and apply loops, and create clear, precise sequences of instructions. This unit will help pupils develop logical thinking, problem-solving skills, and an understanding of how to structure commands effectively to achieve a desired outcome
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	Physical Education (PE)
In Physical Education this term, pupils will focus on developing their gymnastic skills. They will work on creating and performing routines that emphasise balance, control, strength, and the sequencing of movements. Pupils will learn to link actions smoothly and with precision, while also developing the ability to evaluate their own and others’ performances to identify areas for improvement. This unit will support the development of coordination, body awareness, and confidence in movement.
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	Music
In music this term our theme is ‘I Wanna Play In a Band’, over this unit the children will be learning to ‘Listen and Appraise’, read music and learn to play and instrument with a song. 
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	Religious Education (RE)
In RE this term the children will focus on Islam and Christianity. They will be exploring these key questions: 

Does praying at regular intervals every day help a Muslim in his/her everyday life? 
How important is it to Christians that Jesus came back to life after his crucifixion?
